The Victim Assistance Coordinator for the Diocese of Great Falls-billings is Sister Kathleen Kane, O.P.

Sister Kathleen is a member of the Sparkill New York Dominican Congregation of Our Lady of the Rosary.  Sister graduated from St. Thomas Aquinas College in New York with a B.S. in Education and from St. Louis University with an MA in Religious Studies.

She also received accreditation in Elementary and Secondary Administration from Fontbonne University, St. Louis; accreditation in Adult Education from Washington University in St. Louis and Montana State University in Bozeman.  Sister received National Certification in Clinical Pastoral Education (CPE) in Prison Ministry from the Department of Corrections in Shelton Washington; Certification in Spanish from the Center for Bilingual Multicultural Studies in Cuernavaca, Mexico. In 1988 she was awarded a Network Social Justice Scholarship for Legislative experience in Washington, D.C. with emphasis on economics and lobbying.  Sister Kathleen has received certification as a facilitator in the Virtus Program and attended seminars for Victim Assistance Coordinators and Safe Environment Coordinators sponsored by the USCCB.
Other studies include Criminal Justice and Juvenile Justice, University of Missouri; Canon and Civil Law Institutes, sponsored by LCWR; The Legal Seminar, Legal Resource Center for Religious in Tucson AZ;  Seminars at the Institute of Law and Religious Life in College Misercordia, Dallas, PA. 

Sister Kathleen taught in schools in New York City, NY; St. Louis, Missouri and Hays, Montana.  Her ministry included school administration and adult education in St. Louis Inner City and on Fort Belknap Indian Reservation, as well as prison ministry.  From 1982-1996, Sister was involved in Urban Native American Ministry in Great Falls and Director of Social Justice for the Diocese of Great Falls-Billings. Sister was trained as a Guardian ad Litem for abused and neglected children in Cascade County.

She has served on various boards, including the National Advisory Committee of the Catholic Campaign for Human Development; St Thomas Aquinas College Board; President of the US Dominican Las Casas Board and was a member of the International Dominican Leadership Conference. 

In 1996, Sister Kathleen was elected President of her congregation and after completing her term of office returned to Montana.  She currently serves in Pastoral Ministry at Rocky Boy’s Indian Reservation, Box Elder and Big Sandy.  

As the title of her role suggests, Sister Kathleen is here to provide care for victims of abuse.  If the diocese has reason to believe that sexual abuse of a minor has occurred, there is to be a competent person to respond according to the mandate of the Charter.
